After college at the University of Pennsylvania, medical school at Albert Einstein College of Medicine, and Internal Medicine residency at Boston City Hospital, Jed pursued a Gastroenterology fellowship at Stanford University School of Medicine. Following that training, Jed took another fellowship at the Palo Alto VA Hospital in Alcoholism and Substance Abuse to continue his study of liver disease. In 1984, Jed joined The Permanente Medical Group (TPMG) in Kaiser Permanente’s Northern California region. With increasing clinical responsibilities and then administrative duties, Jed became the Physician in Chief of the Fremont Medical Center in 1994 where he led a staff of 450 full-time employees who cared for a population of 85,000 members. During that time, Jed also oversaw the planning and construction of a 106-bed hospital. As a member of the TPMG Board of Directors, he chaired a Board committee and served on the Quality committee of the Operations Management Group. In 1998, Jed took the position of Associate Executive Director for Quality and Performance Improvement in The Permanente Federation. The Federation was formed to help the eight Permanente Medical Groups, with their 14,000 physicians, exercise their mutual accountabilities to improve care and partner in governing the Kaiser Permanente Medical Care Program. In his current role, Jed has led the effort to develop a clinical quality report card for Kaiser Permanente’s main leadership group, chairs multiple committees and boards including the Care Management Institute Board, the New Technology Committee, and the KP National Quality Committee. This last committee sponsors a standardized set of internal quality reviews for each region within Kaiser Permanente. Jed has personally led a review every year and participates in the annual reviewer training. He also represents the clinicians at the quarterly deliberations of the Kaiser Health Plan Quality and Health Improvement Committee.

Jed also works closely with the America’s Health Insurance Plan (AHIP) where he has chaired the Emerging Technology Subcommittee of the Leadership Council, has chaired the Leadership Council of the CMO group and served one term on the AHIP board. He also is the past Chair of the Alliance of Community Health Plans (ACHP) Medical Directors Committee and served a term as member of their Board of Directors.
